In continuity with its history and activity, SI Cobas does so with this document, 
which contains a strong and clear message: racism is a weapon of the bosses, 
which only serves to super-exploit and divide the class of wage workers. It is a 
poison and a drug for intoxicating the minds of native workers, and diverting their 
discontent for the ongoing worsening of living and working conditions against their 
immigrant class brothers and sisters, who are often forced to work and live under 
even worse conditions. 

The international migrations that have brought millions of workers, men and 
women, through increasingly perilous routes to Italy and Europe, are mostly 
forced migrations. Their causes are closely linked to the mechanisms of colonial 
and neo-colonial domination, by which the dominant Western countries have 
robbed and continue to rob and brutalize the exploited masses of the South of the 
world. 

It is therefore necessary to expose and attack these mechanisms of domination, 
giving unconditional solidarity to the workers’, peasants' and social struggles in 
Africa and in the South of the world; and to claim the most complete and effective 
equality of treatment and rights between native and immigrant workers, together 
with the immediate regularization of all immigrants living in Italian and European 
territory, in order to break the blackmail of being "undocumented" with no rights. 

No to rejections, deportations, concentration camps for immigrants inside and 
outside Europe! No to the infamous traffic of women! No to Italian and European 
military missions and to imperialist wars! 

Yes to the tightest unity of the exploited, whether employed or unemployed, in 
their common struggle against our true and common enemies: bosses big and 
small, financiers, rentiers and their henchmen in politics and governments; in our 
common struggle to assert our vital needs, the deepest aspirations for emancipa-
tion and liberation of those who live on their work!  

Let's not fall into the trap of racism! Divided we will remain slaves. United we shall 
be an invincible force!
